4.  Minutes of the meeting of 15th December 2016 were approved and signed by the Chairman and Matters arising:
4.1 Items not on the agenda

4.2 Police matters 
A written report was provided in absentia by PCSO Angie Preston and read to members for consideration by the clerk. There was 1incident of anti-social behaviour to report. Over the Christmas period NY Police arrested 137 for drink and driving offences and more than 30 people, charged to court by N Yorkshire Police Rural Taskforce this month.
4.3 Highways 
L&D Construction have been instructed to refresh the yellow lines near the church entrance off High Street and replace the damaged bollard. The clerk was asked to report road and footpath damage to NYCC at various sites

4.4 NYCC

The Chairman reported that £2500 had been secured for further CCTV cameras in the parish from NYCC Locality Budget.
4.5 HDC and NPA
Nothing to report
4.6 Maintenance 
At last month’s meeting it was reported that a toilet seat in the ladies section has been damaged and a further seat was damaged subsequently in the gent’s side. Both have been replaced.
4.7 Village Hall

The recent meeting of the committee reported sound financials and a plan of work to include the refurbishment of the Supper Room. 
4.8 Playground Lease
Nothing had been returned to the council at this stage and the clerk was asked to chase once again.
4.9 Dog Fouling
As previously reported the Cleveland Way area around Back Lane has been the site of bin bags dumped by irresponsible dog owners. The council have enquired whether a bin can be sited near the entrance to the walk on Back Lane and it was agreed that a small bin flush to the wall could be sited to help improve the situation for the neighbours and village in general. JR was asked to liaise with Hambleton DC. It is possible that CCTV cameras might be sited in the area to identify culprits and the dog warden will be notified accordingly.
4.10 Defibrillator Maintenance and Training
The Yorkshire Ambulance Service has been very helpful in helping to maintain the device and have offered training to residents in its use. An article will be prepared for the Messenger to promote the event.

4.11 Church clock refurbishment

The clerk reported that work had begun on the clockface, which although more difficult than expected by the contractor is expected to be completed before our next meeting, weather dependent.

 4.12 Colgate Lane, Osmotherley
Two members of the public attended to discuss the subject of whether the lane is actually a footpath. NY Moors do not recognise this as an official footpath however Messrs. Alderson feels it should be as it has been used as such for at least 70 years to their knowledge. The condition of the lane is deteriorating, especially at the bottom end, with vehicular use. No problem with gating the lane as long as there is easy footpath access. The member of public will pursue making the lane a designated footpath and the chairman offered to liaise with the footpaths officer in charge to see if any repairs can be done.
4.13 Village Cobbles

A report was presented to the council outlining the repairs required to improve the condition of the village cobbles by DM. One contractor was identified to undertake these repairs and it was highlighted that 2 further contractors would be needed to abide by the rules of the NYMoors Community Grant, which will be applied for, deadline 28th February.
4.14 Cemetery

A report, prepared by Dales of Thirsk was presented to the council for consideration. The costs of repairs undertaken by them, was expected to be in the region of £3,500 for 11 headstones. This was found to be in excess of expectations and alternative solutions would be investigated.

  5. Correspondence
Most correspondence is now electronic and is forwarded when received so Members can therefore raise concerns or comments by email to the Clerk should it need to be an agenda item. These items will only be minuted if they are discussed at a meeting.
A letter had been received complaining about refuse bins being left out in front of properties and it was determined that members of the council who notice issues should tackle them where possible.
The chairman reported that Amanda Madden, Housing Officer HDC had asked that the Local Plan include a housing needs review. The council reiterated that this would need to carry out independently as it had no intention of reviewing the plan in the immediate future.

The issue of contention is a change of use from agricultural to residential and whether the 4 or 10 year rule applied. The council sympathised with the resident but recognised it was only hearing one side of the issue (even though a neighbour had sent a letter of support)and it was agreed that the Chairman would take up the issue with the National Park – the application was not supported
