Minutes of the Meeting of Osmotherley Area

3. Public Forum – no members of the public were in attendance 
4.  Minutes of the meeting of 19th January 2017 were approved and signed by the Chairman and Matters arising:
4.1 Items not on the agenda
All other items taken in the allotted section apart from:
Defibrillator Training – two names had been received as at the time of the meeting. 3 more were received at the meeting and a further advert would be placed in the Messenger in March.

4.2 Police matters 
A written report was provided in absentia by PCSO Angie Preston and read to members for consideration by the clerk. There was 1incident of commercial burglary and 1 incident of theft to report. Thousands of farms across North Yorkshire will be offered a free security check-up, as part of a major new crime prevention initiative.
4.3 Highways 
At the previous meeting the clerk was asked to report road and footpath damage to NYCC at various sites, which have had attention since reporting. Following the tree planting on Clack Lane a licence had been applied for from NYCC to allow these trees to be officially accepted into the highway.
4.4 NYCC

At the previous meeting the Chairman reported that £2500 had been secured for further CCTV cameras in the parish from NYCC Locality Budget however only £1000 was actually available for the CCTV scheme. A further bid for £1500 was secured as a contribution towards the bridges at Sheepwash.
NYCC, Council Tax is due to rise by 3.99% from April, an increase which includes 2% for Social Care.

4.5 HDC and NPA
DH reported that green waste charging would begin in April and residents should contact HDC to ensure continued collection. The council had congratulated HDC on the job done by the litter pickers along the A172 and A684.

The Sheepwash Action Group met recently and the bridge scheme was discussed in detail along with complaints regarding a fence that had been erected along the footpath from the caravan site to the reservoir. 
The Cleveland Way path from the valley outside Osmotherley is in need of major work and the clerk was asked to contact the National Trails Officers to ask for assistance.

4.6 Maintenance 
The play area repairs and refurbishment had been completed and the contractor was congratulated in the quality of work undertaken. The lack of action on replacing bollards along North End was commented upon and a loose manhole cover also reported.

4.7 Village Hall

Nothing to report.
4.8 Playground Lease
Finally, after many months, Yorkshire Water had returned the lease agreement to the solicitor for comment, which was copied to the clerk and HC for approval. NC confirmed the amendments and it is left with the solicitor to finalise asap.
4.9 Dog Fouling
Once again after many months of reporting issues and discussions with residents HDC completed the siting of the new bin near the wall at the entrance to the Cleveland Way off Back Lane. Concerns expressed by some neighbours will be kept under review.  
4.10 Cobbles (NYM Community Grant)
No estimate for the work had been received at the time of the meeting and it was agreed that a grant application would be sent to NYM to meet the deadline, without accurate costs at this time. TS agreed to follow this up.
4.11 Cemetery
The high repair costs of unstable headstones reported at the last meeting resulted with the chairman contacting a contractor to assist. Signs requesting that children should not play should be placed in both cemeteries was highlighted by members.
4.12 Caretaker

Following requests from two potential contractors it had been determined that the current contract for works should be put out to tender. The work of the current contractor had not been brought into question however these requests, along with the current tender having been in place for 10 years, has meant that a review was required. All members agreed and the clerk instructed to advertise the contract in the next edition of the Messenger.

4.11 Church clock refurbishment

The clerk reported that work had begun on the clockface, which is hoped to be completed by the end of February, in line with NYM grant requirements. 
  5. Correspondence
Most correspondence is now electronic and is forwarded when received so Members can therefore raise concerns or comments by email to the Clerk should it need to be an agenda item. These items will only be minuted if they are discussed at a meeting.
The Messenger Group thanked the council for its continued support and a review of the village plan to bring in the various new village groups was suggested and the chairman agreed that this was a good idea.
