Minutes of the Meeting of Osmotherley Area
Parish Council held at Osmotherley Village Hall 
 On Thursday 16th March 2017

3. Public Forum – Public Forum – Mr A Shelley in attendance to discuss Thimbleby Estate and Thompsons shop. The Chairman highlighted the role that the Estate played in the area, being the largest employer (20 full time jobs & 50 part-time jobs) and the purchase of the shop in 2013 by the estate was meant to preserve the heritage of over 200 years in the village. Mr Shelley went on to ask the PC for ideas as to how to make the shop a successful business venture. To this end NC, MS and others suggested local produce with MR suggesting that the post office role might be resurrected in support. All agreed that car parking at the rear was vital for success, not only of the shop but also for the village as a whole. A visit to the Thimbleby Estate was offered by Mr Shelley to the PC to greater understand the role of the Estate and to discuss further the future of Thompsons Shop. 
4.  Minutes of the meeting of 16th February 2017 were approved and signed by the Chairman and Matters arising:
4.1 Items not on the agenda
All other items taken in the allotted section apart from:
4.2 Police matters 
A written report was provided in absentia by PCSO Angie Preston and read to members for consideration by the clerk. There was 1incident of auto crime to report. The report went on to highlight police grants for community projects and its action on rural crime. 6 arrests have been made on one evening in March and three poachers were arrested near to East Harlsey.
4.3 Highways 
An email had been received from a resident regarding the state of the footpath to the footbridge at the water splash on the way to Thimbleby (Bog Hole?).  It is in an almost permanent muddy and slippery state. Enquiries of Highways confirmed they were aware of the problem but no specific timeframe as to when this would be acted upon was forthcoming.
A white line had been put near the road crossing at the Golden Lion to restrict parking but it was agreed to be too long. The Chairman would look into this. Major roadworks were also confirmed as two roundabouts would be constructed, one along the A684 and another on Darlington Road. These are part of the Northallerton north construction. 
4.4 NYCC 
The Chairman reported that £2500 had been secured from NYCC Locality Budget with £1000 available for the CCTV scheme and a further bid for £1500 was secured as a contribution towards the disabled access bridges at Sheepwash. The CCTV equipment would be purchased next month, to be sighted in Kirby Sigston. 
4.5 HDC and NPA
DH reported that green waste charging would begin in April and residents should contact HDC to ensure continued collection. DH confirmed that Swainby village were also looking into CCTV to cover the other end of Sheepwash and also that individual farmers could apply for CCTV grant aided by the LEADER project funding. Planning fees were going to increase from July 2017.

The Chairman had a meeting with HDC and confirmed that in the region of £6500 was being held for future purchase of playing field equipment.

The Sheepwash Action Group met recently and the bridge scheme has resulted in a community grant application by the Chairman, which along with the NYCC Locality Budget would help considerably with funding the bridge.
4.6 Maintenance 
The chairman confirmed that there had been no action on replacing the bollards along North End, tree cutting in the cemetery and associated wall. The bus shelter had been vandalised and needs disinfecting. The toilet cleaner would be asked to assist.

4.7 Village Hall

Nothing to report.
4.8 Playground Lease
Yorkshire Water had returned the lease agreement to the solicitor for comment, which had been agreed with the PC and returned. Further questions are being considered by our solicitor.
4.9 Clockface
The Cumbria Clock company had finally completed the restoration of the clockface which all agree has been done to a high standard. Final payment was agreed and the clerk was asked to claim the community grant agreed by the NPA.
4.10 Caretaker

Following requests from two potential contractors it had been determined that the current contract for works should be put out to tender. The position was advertised in the Messenger and applications received from two prospective applicants. The PC unanimously voted to accept the quote from the current incumbent Mr Keith Henderson.
  5. Correspondence
Most correspondence is now electronic and is forwarded when received so Members can therefore raise concerns or comments by email to the Clerk should it need to be an agenda item. These items will only be minuted if they are discussed at a meeting.
The Messenger Group thanked the council for its continued support and a 100th special edition of the newsletter was being planned.
The Western Area Forum is being held next month on the 18th in the church and all were encouraged to attend if possible. 
A letter had been received from the couple who run the Osmotherley Community Bus requesting financial help towards the running of the bus. NC proposed a £500 one off grant, which was unanimously agreed by the PC, with a cheque raised at the meeting.
