1. Apologies  
HDC/NYCC ward Member Cllr D Hugill 
2. Minutes of the meeting of 15th March 2018 were approved and signed by the Chairman 
3. Public Forum 
Over the past few months’ issues surrounding the parking of the Community Bus at Westfields have been discussed at the PC to determine if a more suitable site could be found. Unfortunately this had not been possible and after complaints to Broadacres and the police the problem needed a solution.
The Chairman is a Trustee of the Community Bus and felt a conflict of interest occurred so handed the chair to the Vice Chairman. Included in the police report this month is the following observation ‘Police have been made aware of parking complaints surrounding the Osmotherley Community Bus, suggestions and considerations are welcomed for a multi-agency approach to identify a position where the bus can be parked to negate further calls for service.’ 

Many residents from Westfields were unhappy that the bus had been parked without consultation and this was acknowledged by the VC as an oversight, for which he apologised. The VC invited comments from the two spokespeople acting as representatives. A spokesperson from Westfields put over a number of these concerns, which was followed by one of the volunteers who runs the Community Bus, answering many of these issues, though not to the satisfaction of the residents of Westfields. A large number of residents of the village attended the meeting in support of the Community Bus volunteers and operation however the issue is clearly one of finding another parking site, which satisfies the residents of Westfields and was in a convenient location for the bus drivers. 
After consultation with a local landowner, a site near to Westfields has been identified however some work will be needed to ensure that the bus can be parked safely on the site. The VC asked for patience from the residents of Westfields whilst this option is further explored and any cost implications brought back to the PC for consideration. The VC gave assurance that a site meeting will be held with interested Westfields residents before any decision is finalised. Residents gave the VC assurances that until this could be finalised there would be no further issues with the current parking location.
A further resident attended to discuss the planning application at 6.1. It proposed shepherd hut ‘glamping’ on a field near a country road. The PC had attended a site visit earlier in the month with the proposer and felt that certain issues could be better however overall the PC approved of the application.
A resident of North End attended to gauge whether the PC would support re-cobbling of an area to the north of his property. It is something looked on favourably by the PC but grant support would only be possible in 2019/20, so would have to wait until next year.

4. Matters arising:

NC confirmed that an incident had occurred around the cut-off date and it was hoped that this would be on the next police report, which unfortunately it wasn’t. The Clerk confirmed he would ask why.

Further to the completion of the footbridge at Sheep Wash, there will be a ceremony and some publicity around a local launch on the 25th April at 10:30am at Cod Beck.

The PC noted that some residents were proudly looking after the village, by repairing damaged grass and picking up litter in and around the environs of the village. Grateful thanks was expressed by the PC to all those giving their time unselfishly to these tasks.

4.9 Data Protection update
The Clerk presented a report following attending a training session run by YLCA. The complexities will effect local government and individuals. Responsibility as data controller will rest with the Parish Council, the data controller will be the Clerk of the PC and each parish council will have to appoint a data protection officer, although it is hoped that this role will be filled by YLCA.

A number of new policies will be brought to the council for approval over the next few meetings, following a data audit, carried out by the Clerk. These will include, privacy notices and a retention/disposal of data policy.
Cloud storage of documents will have to be looked into and some additional costs will be incurred.

4.10 Play Area Update

The Clerk highlighted the process we have gone through to get to the point at which a supplier had attended the play area site, met with village residents, the Chairman and the Clerk, before compiling an estimate to fulfil the requirements as agreed by those present. 

The Clerk presented the quotation, which amounted to approx. £23,000. It was agreed that the Clerk discuss with HDC ways in which funding can be achieved to raise the capital required.
NC raised the issue of the lease with Yorkshire Water and the Clerk reported that no progress had been made to bring this to a satisfactory closure. The new refurbishments of the play area may not be able to go ahead if this is not sorted out. The Clerk would supply NC with latest correspondence.
