Minutes of the Meeting of Osmotherley Area

1. Apologies  
Mrs A Atkinson and Mr R Harker
2. Minutes of the meeting of 17th May 2018 were approved and signed by the Chairman 
3. Public Forum 
A resident attended to discuss the proliferation of tables outside of the Queen Catherine Public House. A number of comments have been made by residents regarding loss of parking places and noise, together with the obstruction of the footpath. It was clarified that the PC does not own the land in front of the public house and it was agreed to write to NYMNP to ask advice. 
4. Matters arising:
4.1 Items not on the agenda

Nothing to report
4.2 Police matters 
A written report was provided by Stokesley Police in absentia. The following incidents were reported:

Drugs:

19/05/18 – Reports of a group of youths at Cod Beck. Youths had set up camp with a fire and were drinking. Cod Beck is a designated area so was not permitted. Officers attended and issued Penalty Notice for Disorder. 

 Suspicious Circumstances:

17/05/18 – Reports of youths with a dinghy on the reservoir.  Officers attended and conducted a thorough search. 

4.3 Highways 
The issue of parking on North End yellow lines was discussed and the chairman reported that he had discussed the matter with the offending owners of the vehicles and it was hoped that this would improve matters going forward.
4.4 NYCC 
Nothing to report
4.5 HDC & NYMNP 
TS reported that the bins in the passageway to the church were causing an obstruction to disabled users of the church and the issue was discussed with both the owners of the Queen Catherine and the Church and it was agreed the situation could be improved with a separate enclosed area for the bin storage on church grounds. A faculty would be prepared by the clerk once plans and agreements put in place.
4.6 Maintenance 
TS highlighted that the toilet wall had been discussed by BM and a contractor and it was agreed that the Chairman approve the work required.
A resident had asked that the trees on North End be pruned to improve light to their property. It was agreed to look into this and other tree issues in September, when pruning becomes an option.

4.7 Village Hall

The Supper Room is having work done on it and this meant some cleanliness issues for the PC during its meeting. Keys to the Village Hall and Supper Room were suggested and NC agreed to sort this out with the Chairman of the Village Hall. Ivy had been removed from the rear of the Village Hall but DM suggested more needed to be done to avoid further damage.
4.8 Play Area Update

The Clerk and NC presented the lease agreement, recently received, from Yorkshire Water via our solicitors Jacksons. NC highlighted the many failings of the business lease proposed but accepted that these conditions were irrelevant and unlikely to cause the PC an issue. Back rent of £80 per year since 2015 would need to be paid upon signing and it was resolved that the lease be approved and signed by the Chair and Vice Chair.
BM outlined the issues of damage to the play equipment and what is required to repair the damage. Agreement was given to ask a contractor for a quote to bring the play equipment up to safe standard once more.

4.9 Bollards

The Chairman raised the issue of replacement bollards on North End and whether the PC considered the practice one that was sustainable. NC pointed out that a traffic survey had been undertaken during the Parish Plan work and highlighted the safety issues raised of cars on the pavement should bollards not be in place. DM raised the issue of strengthening them however it was agreed to leave them in place and revisit the issue when necessary.
4.10 GDPR Documentation

The Clerk presented for approval the paperwork associated with complying with the recent legislation. The PC was now registered with the Information Commissioner and the policies presented would be posted on the website. It was noted that although CCTV cameras were in operation within the parish to aid crime prevention these would not pose a personal information issue for the PC.

The Clerk was congratulated for all his hard work and the documents were adopted by the PC unanimously.

 5. Correspondence
Most correspondence is now electronic and is forwarded when received so Members can therefore raise concerns or comments by email to the Clerk should it need to be an agenda item. These items will only be minuted if they are discussed at a meeting.
Once again the Community Bus parking was discussed following letters from the Community Bus Committee and from residents of Westfields. The Chairman reported that he had met with one of the residents to attempt to appease the situation however this seems not to have calmed the problem. The PC feels that it has discussed this issue now at numerous meeting, unfortunately without satisfying either side of the conflict that some options and clarifications were now required going forward to hopefully bring this conflict to a resolution. It was therefore agreed that the following be minuted:

· The PC would contact Broadacres with the suggestion to hold a multi- agency meeting, chaired by Broadacres, with the PC Chairman, Community Police Officer and Westfields and Oswaldene residents, to attempt to solve the conflict issues.
· The PC confirmed that the parking of the bus would continue in the space agreed with the farm entrance track. This is the only suitable space available in the village on a permanent basis.

· The bus is legally parked on private land.

· The community bus is owned by and the responsibility of the Osmotherley Community Trust and as such the PC has no legal right to interfere or direct the trustees in its operation, other than as an advisor.

     8. Any Other Business
Further to last month’s meeting a representative from HDC attended the meeting and raised the issues of kerbside recycling. Over 11% of recycling is contaminated and sometimes whole bin loads rejected should an item be found incorrectly placed in the bins. Such items were black takeaway plastic trays, garage items (plastic bottles that contained serious contaminants), plastic bags, polystyrene, nappies, napkins, pizza boxes and greeting cards with glitter or other additions. The PC was asked to help promote better recycling and agreed to promote the issues raised.
TS asked if litter pickers could be provided by HDC to aid volunteers in the village and the officer confirmed that could be arranged.

Parking on the junction with Back Lane and South End was raised again and DH agreed to help with lining problems in the village if possible.
