4. Matters arising:
4.1 Items not on the agenda

Matters concerning the Queen Catherine public house alterations, which had been reported to the NP following the previous meeting, were raised again. The passageway between the QC and the Fish and Chip shop is a disabled access to the churchyard. TS reported that bins were blocking this access and although discussions had taken place between interested parties no satisfactory conclusion had been reached. TS was asked to discuss the issue with HDC.
Further to last meeting the resident issues regarding bus parking had been progressed with Broadacres, who had agreed to chair an inter- agency meeting. Dates, venue and times would now be agreed with interested parties.

4.2 Police matters 
A written report was provided by Stokesley Police in absentia. The following incidents were reported:

10/07/18 13:39 Report of the theft off copper lighting strips on South End in Osmotherley this came to light due to an inspection. No suspects due to time scale as it was said they had been taken between the 23/05/2017 and 23/05/2018.
Suspicious Circumstances:
23/06/18 20:53 Report of campers on land at Quarry Lane in Osmotherley, noted for passing attention of the area.

16/07/18 16:12 Report of a suspect male on NorthEnd Osmotherley, reported hours after this was seen. Passed vehicle details for observations.
TS reported that following social media reports of a stolen dog from the village, CCTV cameras had helped police find the registration number of the culprit and the dog had been returned to its owner.
4.3 Highways 
It was reported that the condition of the pavements and roads had been inspected at North End. It is hoped that this will lead to future action.
RH reported that the condition of the Bullamoor Road from the public house to the bridge before the A19 was in a very poor condition. The clerk was asked to report this to the agency.

4.4 NYCC

4.5 HDC & NYMNP 
BM reported that the new large bin in the Cod Beck car park was causing problems with users not being able to make ‘proper’ use of this facility. It is under review.

Reports of a bonfire being started near Cod Beck had resulted in the Fire Service attending and TS asked that a letter be sent to Yorkshire Water thanking them their hard work on making the path around Cod Beck a success.

RH reported that HDC had grant aided the Kirby Sigston Village Hall to provide broadband in the hall. 
4.6 Maintenance 
The Chairman confirmed that the toilet wall had been discussed with a contractor and it was agreed that the work required be done asap. The bus shelter condition would then be addressed.
BM raised the issue that the defibrillator was overheating and asked that a cabinet be erected to improve the situation. All agreed that this be looked into as a priority.
4.7 Village Hall

NC reported that the ivy issue, reported at the last meeting, will be actioned and that PC keys for the building would be available shortly.
4.8 Play Area Update

NC raised the issue of the lease agreement progress and hoped that the solicitors and YW would be signing off the agreement very soon.
The chairman confirmed that he and BM had repaired many of the existing damage issues to the play equipment recently. 

The clerk confirmed that he had been successful in claiming £10,000 from the Awards for All Lottery Funds. It was agreed that he explore with HDC further funding opportunities to boost the budget and also to contact a contractor who might be able to provide the equipment required at a more reasonable cost.
