1. Apologies

2. Minutes of the meeting of 19th July 2018 were approved and signed by the acting Chairman 
3. Public Forum 
A resident sat in on the meeting 
4. Matters arising:
4.1 Items not on the agenda

Matters concerning the Queen Catherine public house alterations, which had been reported to the NP following the previous meeting, were raised again and the clerk informed the meeting that the Enforcement team at the National Park would be looking into the issues very shortly.. The passageway between the QC and the Fish and Chip shop has been progressed and officials of all parties involved were looking to solve the issues with the help of HDC & NYMNP.
Further to last meeting an inter-agency meeting had taken place to discuss the resident issues regarding bus parking at Westfields. The meeting, held on the 3rd September was very helpful to all parties and it is hoped the outcome is satisfactory moving forward.
NC presented the requested keys to the Village Hall to enable Parish council easy access going forward. These are to be kept by the Vice Chairman at the present time.

4.2 Police matters 
A written report was provided by Stokesley Police in absentia. The following incidents were reported:

Anti-Social Behaviour: 
· 22/07/18 - Report received of a group of people setting up a BBQ near Cod Beck. Details passed out to Officers for observations and Fire service notified.

· 04/08/18 - Report received of people having BBQ’s near Cod Beck. Fire service notified.

· 21/07/18 - Report of door to door sales men selling fish in Osmotherley. Descriptions of the males and their vehicle were passed to Officers for observations. Males were stop checked and words of advice given.

· 21/07/18 - Report of an open fire in the woodland area of Cod Beck Reservoir. Reportee advised they could hear male voices coming from the direction of the fire. Officers attended the area and completed a full area search with negative gain. Passing locals in the area were also spoken to who confirmed there had been no sightings of a fire. 
· 02/09/18 – Reports of excess noise coming from The Queen Catherine Hotel.  Advised the caller that noise complaints need to be reported to the council. 
Burglary:

· 31/08/18 – Reports of a garage burglary. Nothing taken, caller wanted the incident logging for information.

· 31/08/18 – Reports of a burglary.  Entry was gained through a mortice lock into a garage. Nothing taken. 


· 20/08/18 – Resident returns from holiday to find a vehicle parked on their driveway. Occupants of the vehicle were having a break from driving. 

· 23/08/18 – Call from National Parks reporting two quad bikes driving all over Arden Moor. No officers available, observations passed to officers. 

4.3 Highways 
A sink hole on north End was reported for repair and action had been taken.
There has been a shakeup of staff at Highways Area 2 offices which will hopefully improve response times and other issues that have been of concern.

4.4 NYCC 
DH reported that he had approval for grant aiding the play area(£2000) and to action some white lining(£300). It is hoped that this will be forthcoming very soon from the Locality Budget.
4.5 HDC & NYMNP 
DH reported that a new fly tipping policy was being progressed at HDC and this is hoped to tackle the issue of fly tipping tyres and working with other agencies in particular. 
4.6 Maintenance 
The Vice Chairman confirmed that the toilet wall had been discussed with a contractor but the need to progress further at this stage was on hold. Damage to the toilets had been repaired.

4.7 Village Hall

The ivy on the village Hall was still a concern and NC would report once again to the next meeting.

4.8 Play Area Update

NC raised the issue of the lease agreement progress and hoped that the solicitors and YW would be signing off the agreement very soon. The solicitors have been chased.
The clerk reported that a local contractor had been approached to repair and refurbish much of the existing equipment. He had liaised with the community representative and it was felt that this be actioned asap. 
Another grants had been applied for from the Jack Brunton Charitable Trust  which would meet in November to consider the application. Further grant opportunities lie with NYMNP next financial year.
4.9 NYMNP Local Plan

The consultation meeting was well attended by the community on the 3rd September and NC reported on the issue of the garden at the rear of the catholic church being designated a community space, it isn’t! He went on to confirm that he would be happy to look into the plan in greater detail and report before the deadline of the 12th October.

4.10 War Memorial Planting

NC reported that Northgate were unable to continue to plant up the area and the Clerk reported that Col.Black had asked that this is sorted before the Remembrance Sunday service. TW agreed to look into sourcing a suitable person to provide this,paid for, important service to the village.
