Minutes of the Meeting of Osmotherley Area

Pre Meeting Presentation by Sam Hutchinson, Community Mapping Project Officer, NY Police – Developing and improving the Commissioners contact with key stakeholders.  

The purpose of this session is to improve communication links with the NY Police contact points between local residents. Members outlined some concerns, surrounding poaching in particular, ensuring that the message of zero tolerance in other neighbouring forces does not impact badly on North Yorkshire landowners. To improve communication links it is suggested that Osmotherley Facebook page be used, together with Messenger newsletter and the Community Groups.

4. Matters arising:
4.1 Items not on the agenda

The clerk updated the members on the following items:

War Memorial planting – TW has asked his father in law, Michael Davies, to co-ordinate in future and this will begin with the Remembrance Day planting. Members expressed appreciation to TW and his family members for undertaking this important task on behalf of the village.
Tree Pruning on North End – BM reported that he had asked an arborist to quote for the work to be carried out. It was agreed that this be undertaken sympathetically as soon as possible.
Locality budget – the clerk asked DH to confirm how this money might be claimed and he confirmed that the monies allocated and reported last month would be available soon.

4.2 Police matters 
A written report was provided by Stokesley Police in absentia. The following incidents were reported:

Between the dates of 9th September 2018 and 7th October 2018, the following incidents have been reported to Police;
Anti-Social Behaviour: - 
16/09/2018 13.56hrs – Report received advising that a number of vehicles had been egged whilst parked on South End.
19/09/2018 19.26hrs – Report of two travellers had knocked on the door of a property in Ellerbeck demanding to charge their phone and make tea leaving the homeowner frightened. Words of advice given to those suspected to be involved.

Suspicious Circumstances:

19/09/2018 19.47hrs – Police called to report of a broken down vehicle in the live lane of the A19 near to the A684 turnoff. Upon attendance, the driver failed a roadside drug test, an amount of cannabis and money was found within the vehicle and one of the occupants was found to be an illegal immigrant. Two persons arrested and conveyed to Harrogate custody. Illegal immigrant handed to immigration authorities and enquiries continue in relation to drug and money laundering offences.

01/10/2018 23.30hrs – Report received from Thimbleby Hall of poachers on land and were blocked in by the reporting person. No officers nearby to assist. Vehicle managed to escape onto the A19 southbound. Once officers were available, deployed to assist, but the vehicle was not located.

4.3 Highways 
The sink hole on North End still hasn’t been filled and barriers blown down. The 30/40 MPH signage to the village on Clack Bank/West End is in need of repair. The clerk confirmed he would report these to NYCC highways.

4.5 HDC & NYMNP 
HDC - nothing to report.

NYMNP- NC reported that he had replied to NYM regarding areas in the Local Plan consultation exercise that concerned the PC. These included :

That Thimbleby should be included as either a Larger Village or a Smaller Village;

That slim-line double- glazing should be permitted in listed buildings and conservation areas, provided that it has a similar appearance to the original glazing; and
In favour of the former woodyard at Clack Lane Osmotherley being included as an Environmental Enhancement Site.

4.6 Maintenance 
DM reported that the pointing on the village hall needs to be looked into. BM reported that it had been suggested that fund raising be utilised to raise funds for a new defibrillator cabinet. The chairman asked that this be brought back next month for further discussion, after TW had explored other avenues for funding.
4.7 Village Hall

NC reported on the recent AGM. The refurbishment of the Supper Room is underway and will include new furniture, a TV and WiFi (which is in operation now). It is expected that the hourly charge will increase once the refurbishment has been completed.
4.8 Play Area Update

The two issues are nearing a satisfactory conclusion. The lease still has one or two minor issues to answer with Yorkshire Water but should be sorted very soon.

The refurbishment work is expected to be started within the next month and will include work to the activity area, to include a new set of Monkey Bars, and to repair the chain links walkway. The seesaw will also be repaired, together with work to refurbish the large activity play equipment. Hard standings will also be looked at. A new basket swing and trampoline will be fitted, hopefully before Christmas. Further improvements will depend upon funding.
4.9 Future of the Parish Council

The chairman opened the discussion on how to get a better balance of new and experienced members going forward on the parish council and ensure the continued long term effectiveness of its work. Specifically, the work load should be shared more evenly between council members. Members were asked to consider and reflect on their own positions in view of the up-coming end of term in May 2019 and the Chairman asked that this be brought onto the next agenda for further discussion.
