2. Minutes of the meeting of 15th February 2018 were approved and signed by the Chairman 
3. Public Forum 
Col.Black attended to raise awareness of this years’ 100th anniversary Remembrance Sunday on the 11th November 2018. A Poppy Festival is planned to take place on the 10th November in the village church.
He went on to request that the clerk write to the NYMNP requested that they ask rangers and volunteers to challenge cyclists on a more regular basis and that horses have been using the path up to the relay station.

4. Matters arising:
 4.1 Items not on the agenda

At the last meeting the issue of yellow lines on the corner of Back Lane and South End was reported to Highways. Unfortunately, following discussions with the clerk, they felt that they would not support yellow lining this junction. DH was asked to take this matter up on our behalf as it was felt that this was a really important issue for the village.

All other items taken in the allotted section:
4.2 Police matters 
A written report was provided by Stokesley Police and no incidents were reported. NC confirmed that an incident had occurred around the cut-off date and it was hoped that this would be on the next police report.
4.3 Highways 
DM reported that cars were continuing to park on certain village cobbled areas and this should be discouraged where possible to avoid premature damage and more costs of maintenance to the council. After much discussion the chairman confirmed he would discuss the matter with those involved.
The issue of farmers clearing village roads was raised by NW, especially near West Harlsey. DH was asked to look into this matter further.

 4.4 NYCC 
The chair reported that Northallerton School had been inspected by Ofsted and classed as ‘Inadequate’ in all areas and placed in special measures. All agreed that this was an unacceptable situation and supported the school and the authority in correcting the issues in a timely fashion. This might result in the school becoming an Academy.
4.5 HDC  
A green bin had been requested by the volunteer who looked after the Pinfold. The council agreed to support this and commit to the cost going forward.
4.6 NYMNP

MR reported on the issue of electricity supply standards into Thimbleby. A grant claim had been submitted to the park which MR asked the council to support. All agreed and hoped the residents were successful and offered support going forward.
4.7 Maintenance 
The church clock had been recently inspected under the contract with Smiths of Derby and the report would be presented to the council once received.
