4.1 Items not on the agenda

4.2 Police matters 
A written report was provided by Stokesley Police in absentia. The following incidents were reported:

Between the dates of 8th October 2018 and the 06th November 2018 the following incidents have been reported to Police;
Criminal Damage:  17/10/18 03:31 Report of criminal damage to a vehicle roof of a vehicle on North End in Osmotherley, no witnesses or cctv and no other vehicles appeared to be damaged.

Suspicious Circumstances: 31/10/18 10:13 Report of suspect males in an off road vehicle just north of cod beck. Stating the vehicle was stuck. No further calls received and only a partial registration passed for officers observations.

4.3 Highways 
The sink hole on North End still hasn’t been filled and barriers blocking parking space. The 30/40 MPH signage to the village on Clack Bank/West End has been corrected. 

4.4 NYCC, HDC & NYMNP 
DH confirmed that in the recent budget settlement NYCC have been given an extra £13.75m to fill potholes. The white lining outside of the Catholic Church and Colgate Lane have been passed to Highways to undertake and £2000 has been promised to the Play Area refurbishment project. Funding from the from Locality budgets is to be split over this year and next financial years.

4.5 Maintenance 
Further to last meetings discussion regarding the defibrillator cabinet TS confirmed that the Church Group had other projects at the time to raise funds for and therefore it was agreed that BM be given approval to action the cabinet from PC funds. 

4.6 Village Hall

The Chairman raised the continuing situation regarding the poor state of the Supper Room and asked NC to follow this up at the next meeting of the Village Hall committee.
4.7 Play Area Update

The Clerk reported on the good news that we have been successful in obtaining a grant from the Jack Brunton Charitable Trust. This brings the funding total to £17,000.

The contractor has started on site and will continue for the next couple of weeks to complete the initial refurbishment work, including a new set of Monkey Bars, and to repair the chain links walkway. The seesaw will also be repaired, together with work to refurbish the large activity play equipment. Hard standings will also be looked at. A new basket swing and trampoline will be fitted, hopefully before Christmas.
RoSPA have recently visited the site and the Clerk presented a report summary of the areas of concern. All these would be looked into while the refurbishment work is undertaken.  
4.8 Future of the Parish Council

The chairman asked members to consider the issues raised at last month’s meeting.

Concerns were expressed over whether existing members would be asked to resign. This was confirmed by the chairman as not being the case however it is likely that an election would take place in the village as at least one existing member in Osmotherley would not be standing in next year’s election. It was likely, therefore, that an election would happen in May and involve all currently on the council representing the villages of Osmotherley, Thimbleby and Ellerbeck.
4.9 Queen Catherine Public House
The Chairman followed up last month’s discussion with the owner of the property and discussed with him the concerns that have been expressed to the parish council in recent months. The Chairman confirmed the following:

· The tables on the footpath in front of the property were not blocking the footpath

· The parking area would be undergoing a refurbishment, at the expense of the public house, to incorporate new flag-stones and a re-worked parking solution. Plans would be submitted to the PC before going to NYMNP planning for approval.

· The bins would be re-housed at the rear by moving the calor gas bottles to a new, purpose built structure, and the bins would occupy the vacated area.

  5. Correspondence
Most correspondence is now electronic and is forwarded when received so Members can therefore raise concerns or comments by email to the Clerk should it need to be an agenda item. These items will only be minuted if they are discussed at a meeting.
The Clerk raised two emails that had been sent in which needed a reply.

The first from a concerned resident regarding the recent sports event that had caused traffic issues in the village. The PC confirmed that as this was a one-off event, which would not happen again. Most events were well managed by the Village Hall committee, which indeed did contribute to the village coffers.

The second email concerned an ongoing dispute between users of common land along Colgate Lane. It was confirmed that the PC had no jurisdiction over this land as it adjoined an un-adopted road and whilst it sympathised with the complainant it felt that the only solution was to seek legal advice for a solution.
