4.1 Items not on the agenda

05/04/19 - A report received of a vehicle parked in the small car park of Cod Beck Reservoir. Reportee could hear dogs inside the vehicle which had been parked in the location for around 45 minutes. No other suspicious activity reported at the time. Logged with Police for information, no further action taken.

4.3 Highways 
The Clerk read the email reply from Highways following the requests of the previous meeting for work to be done in the area. The request for yellow lines at the corner of School Lane was refused. The requested review of Chester Lane was carried out but no immediate action would be forthcoming. The cobbles reported were not recognised and the Clerk will clarify. The white lining at the bottom of the steps will be completed shortly and finally more information is required regarding Bullamoor Lane and DH and RH would look into this further.
Footpaths in the village need urgent attention and NC requested that NYCC carry this out asap. A resident of Back Lane reported that the repaired potholes at each end of the road were failing and the Clerk confirmed he’d report this and the other issues to Highways.
4.4 NYCC, HDC & NYMNP 
DH raised concerns over the revised proposals concerning the Friarage Hospital and whilst all agreed that more work should be done to attract staff it was felt that more funding was required to update the operating rooms at the hospital.
