5. Matters arising:
5.1 Items not on the agenda

Following a report made by Mr T Swales at the last meeting regarding heating issues at Westfields, the Clerk read the reply from Broadacres that gas heating was being trialled at another property which would hopefully provide the best solution in the future.

A written report was provided by Stokesley Police in absentia. There were no incidents to report on this occasion:

5.3 Highways 
The Clerk read the email reply from Highways following the requests of the previous meeting for work to be done in the area.
· The request for yellow lines at the corner of School Lane was refused once again.
· The cobbles were clarified as the sets on West End and confirmed that work had been done in January 2019 and would receive more work within the next few months.
· The white lining at the bottom of the steps has been completed. 
· Bullamoor Road is on the highways project list for extensive work in 2020/21 financial year and road damage to Chester Lane was not considered excessive at this stage.
· The results of the footpath survey couldn’t be found by Highways and members recalled that a group of officials visited the village in Aug/Sept 2018 looking at both road conditions and footpaths. The Clerk was asked to report this back to Highways.
Concerns were raised by CN that vehicles exiting the A19 past Clack Lane Ends were still travelling too fast and could this be reported to the appropriate authority. The Clerk agreed to raise the issue.
5.4 NYCC, HDC & NYMNP 
DH reported that Fly-tipping of cannabis waste had been reported on the Featherbed Link Road near Ellerbeck and the Chairman confirmed that he’d been informed of similar issues at Sheepwash. The Clerk was asked to write to the Police and Hambleton for comment.
5.5 Maintenance 
BM reported that the Disabled Toilet seat had been broken and he would look to getting it repaired.

5.7 Play Area Update

The Chairman had been written to by a concerned resident with a list of issues at the Queen Catherine public house. Many of these are issues we have been discussing for many months and are reaching a sensitive period with all parties involved. NC was asked to report back to the resident regarding his concerns and how the PC is handling them.  The Clerk was asked to confirm with NYM what they had agreed with the QC during their enforcement visit in 2018.
