4. Matters arising:
4.1 Items not on the agenda

The Chairman reported on the progress of discussions with the Queen Catherine. He confirmed that the fire door was now closed and would only be opening in an emergency, the bins had been reduced in the alleyway due to increased collections by the commercial waste collector, the licences with the church have been redrafted and were with the church solicitor for sign off, the lighting and signage has been reduced and the National Park has agreed to work being carried out to remove the tarmac in front of the public house and replace with York Stone. The PC agrees to this proposal as it has control over the land.

The Clerk updated the PC on the proposal to install a defibrillator into the telephone kiosk in Thimbleby. The agreement to purchase the box has been reached with BT and the residents of Thimbleby will need to determine next steps to install a defibrillator.

The proposal to install restricted parking along the Golden Lion side of West End, which was reported in the previous minutes, has received a response to the proposal from NYCC. Unfortunately they do not agree with the proposal as they feel it will inconvenience residents and move the parking to create issues elsewhere in the village. NYCC also is not in a position to assist with the waiting restriction through to Traffic Regulation Order. Whilst the PC were disappointed, though not surprised with the response, it felt that it had carried out its commitment to the owners of Thompsons Shop to find solutions to assist with any future reopening of the shop.

4.6 Village Hall

The Clerk confirmed that Highways had contacted the PC to confirm that it would be reinstating the Traffic Regulation Order on the C27 Osmotherley to Swainby Road between Cote Ghyll Caravan Park and the cattle grid at Scarth Nick. The PC asked the Clerk to comment that whilst they agree with the order that extra car parking spaces at Sheepwash be installed and also that the Order should be more effectively policed.
The Clerk has also been contacted by Hambleton DC and NYMNP regarding the BT phone boxes in our area that will be taken out of commission in December. The one at Clack Lane Ends is effected and CN was asked to gauge resident comment as to whether this would be an issue going forward. Also if it was to be bought by the PC (for £1) what use, if any, could be found for the phone box.
