2. Minutes of the meeting of 19th September 2019 were approved and signed by the Chairman 
3. Public Forum 
Mr D Black attended to discuss the Remembrance Service arrangements for this year and to raise the issue of organisation going forward as he feels it’s the correct time to ‘retire’ from the duty. The council wish to express its thanks to Col.Black for all his hard work in arranging the event each year.
4. Matters arising:
4.1 Items not on the agenda

The Clerk confirmed that the Thimbleby Phone Box had been adopted and went on to explain a request for funding from the Thimbleby community towards the purchase of a defibrillator to install. It was agreed that a one-off contribution of £250 be paid to the community group. The Clack Lane phone box was confirmed to be adopted by the council and the Clerk requested to proceed with this at the cost of £1.
 4.2 Police matters 
A written report was provided by Stokesley Police in absentia.

Further reports of workmen approaching residents to have work done to private driveways was also reported at the same time as this should also be confirmed with Area2 Highways.
4.4 NYCC, HDC & NYMNP 
The Planning application on Back Lane was deferred t a site visit by the Park Planning Committee and it was also reported that the Enforcement Order on the Queen Catherine had been complied with successfully.

4.5 Maintenance 
A street light was reported as not working opposite 16 North End.
